Step 1

Determine what type of PayPal account you need. There are three main types of accounts: a personal account for use with online shopping, a premier account for use with periodically selling online (such as on eBay) in addition to shopping, and a business account for business owners who do a majority of their commerce online.

Step 2

Have a valid email address to use as your PayPal ID. All PayPal-related correspondence and financial transactions will be tied to this address. You may add up to five email addresses to your account, but you will need to designate one as a primary address.

Step 3

Decide whether you want to have your PayPal account tied to a credit card or a bank account and have the account information at hand. Every PayPal account must be attached to some sort of already-established financial information.

Step 4

Visit PayPal's website and click the "Sign Up" link at the top of the page (see Resources below). Select your country, language and the type of account you have decided to open.

Step 5

Fill in all the fields on the online informational form, making sure to choose a password which is both secure and easy to remember. Your password will need to be a string of at least eight characters and is case sensitive.

Step 6

Read the user agreement in full before accepting it. Knowing the terms and conditions for sending and receiving funds will prevent misunderstandings in the future. Once you have read the agreement, check the box acknowledging that you accept it and submit your application form.

Step 7

Watch your email for a confirmation message from PayPal. When you receive it, click on the provided confirmation link which should bring you to the PayPal homepage. Enter your password on this page and click the "Confirm" button.
Send Money via PayPal
Step 1

Confirm the email address of the party to whom you wish to send money via PayPal.

Step 2

Log in to your PayPal account and make sure you have the necessary funds.

Step 3

Click the "Send Money" tab on your Account Overview page and choose the appropriate sub-tab, either "Pay Anyone" or "Pay for eBay Items." If you choose "Pay for eBay Items," you will be brought to a screen that lists all your recent eBay purchases from which you can choose the one you wish to pay.

Step 4

Enter the email address where you wish to send money, or select a previously used address from the drop-down menu.

Step 5

Input the amount of money you want to send and select the appropriate currency in which to send it. PayPal is internationally friendly, allowing for money to be sent to over 150 countries in 16 different currencies.

Step 6

Choose the type of payment you are making. You can send money via PayPal for eBay items, purchases from other auction sites, non-auction purchases, services received or as a cash advance not related to a purchase or service.

Step 7

Click the "Continue" button and review the payment details on the next page.

Step 8

Choose a payment method other than your available PayPal funds by clicking on the "Funding Options" link. If you don't have enough money in your PayPal account and have a bank account associated with it, you have the option of sending money from your bank account in the form of an e-check, credit card or debit card.

Step 9

Click the "Continue" button and add an optional message to your recipient.

Step 10

Complete your payment by clicking on the "Send Payment" button.

Step 11

Check your email for a message confirming that your payment has been sent.
